Founding Member Harold Derushia

arold F. Derushia, Jr., a founder and first President of the Museum’s

predecessor organization, the St. Lawrence Gas & Steam Engine
Association, passed away on February 17. Derushia was one of twelve who
met on December 12, 1976 to approve bylaws and elect the Association’s
first officers. Many of the early meetings were held at his home near Ray-
mondville. The Association was incorporated in 1983 with legal expenses
paid for by the sale of an International gas engine donated by Derushia for
that purpose. Becoming a non-profit corporation made it possible to purchase
the 1922 A.B. Farquhar steam engine from St. Lawrence County for one dol-
lar. He was a master mechanic and is remembered for his big 6 hp Fairbanks
Morse and the many other gas engines he brought to the early shows. Mem-
bers and friends of the Museum extend their respect and sympathy to his
wife, Loretta, and the family.

ulie McGraw, Collection Management Committee Chair and Museum Secretary, successfully completed the course

in Collections Management offered by the Upstate History Alliance (New York). She put in many hours over the last
few months on line and in discussion groups. Classes were taught by JoAnn Lindstrom, an expert in museum manage-
ment. Other consultants were also provided from time to time. Many hours of study and preparation were involved. In
addition to materials provided by the instructor, she was required to become familiar with all of our own supporting docu-
ments including our Collection Management Policy and By-Laws.

McGraw learned about some of the Museum'’s deficiencies and how they might be remedied. Some are addressed
in this year’s budget. Others have already been submitted to the Board for study and consideration. She heard how other
museums are organized from other students in the class. Needless to say, our 100% volunteer organization and the Ex-
hibition exhibits provided and manned by members were uniqgue among the museums represented.

Enrollment fees were paid for by the Museum with a discount because of the Museum's membership in UHA. Julie
and her husband, Jim, then generously donated the sum spent on fees. So not only congratulations are in order, but a
big thank you to Jim and Julie as well.

McGraw reports that the PastPerfect software plus its 400-page manual have arrived at their house, and she has
started reading through them. No rest for the weary. Anyone wanting to see the variety and caliber of the several pro-
grams offered through UHA should go to their website at www.upstatehistory.org.

n early March, the family occupying the Museum’s farm house had
= moved, leaving the house empty for the first time since it was acquired in
2006. Several needed improvements to the house had been identified, and
this provided an opportunity to address them. The work included installation of
several new electrical circuits and outlets, replacement of failing plaster walls
and ceilings in two rooms, repair of a leaking copper pipe in the kitchen ceil-
ing, and patching three spots on the roof with matching shingles.

The work was done by Ryan Burns, Contractor, of the Bucks Bridge area.
He and his crew worked most of March. The bill was a little over $7,000 after a
17% discount on their hourly rate and donation of $500 in labor costs. Trustee
Dave Baker oversaw the work. He and John Castle added to the effort by
cleaning up the cellar and replacing a sink trap in the bathroom.

A decision will be made at the May 17 Board meeting whether to continue
renting the house or to begin its use as a farm house museum.
