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The face of the Horse-Drawn Equipment Exhibit Building will change in 2012 as cupolas and windows are added. The 5,800 square 
foot building is the third member of an inner ring of exhibit and program buildings, joining the Collection and Pavilion Buildings. 
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T he Horse-Drawn Equipment Exhibit Building now rests for the winter after 
a busy summer of assembling the timberframe structure and construction 

of roof, walls, and large doors. Work left for 2012 includes windows, cupolas, 
man doors, entry and mezzanine floors, stairs, and electrical systems. In addi-
tion to builder Jacob Weaver and his crew, many members devoted much 
time to assist the project. These include Roger Austin, Shirley Dickinson, Leon 
Goolden, Ralph Hill, Wayne Hill, Myron Langford, Jim McGraw, Bill Pharoah, 
and Ken Tupper. The project would not have been possible without the gener-
ous contribution of equipment time including a big Bobcat high lift courtesy of 
Jim Curtis at LeBerge & Curtis, Inc.  and a John Deere tractor fitted with forks 
from Max and Dave Fisher of Maple View Dairy LLC .  Funding dedicated to 
the project has been temporarily exhausted. With other projects competing for 
funds, contributions to this project would be very welcome.       �  

The first truss goes up on Schoolhouse 
No. 12 as its reconstruction gets under-
way. With new white clapboard siding, it 
will look just as it did 150 years ago. 

Wrapped for winter, the schoolhouse will 
see work resumed in spring. It is located 
at the new Village Green (see pg. 2). 

T he disassembled remains of Schoolhouse No. 12 from the Indian River 
Central School District were moved from LeRay to the Museum 

grounds in August. Finally, in October, Brian Haggett of Haggett Excavating 
donated time and equipment to dig holes for the concrete piers that were 
poured soon after. Builder Menno Schwartz has overseen reconstruction to 
date. With a crane truck arranged by Grant Thesier from Mr. Grant Construc-
tion, Inc. , the original walls were set in place and the roof was rebuilt. Win-
dows, clapboard siding, soffit and fascia trim, ceiling, and finished flooring re-
main to be installed. Wood shingles will replace the steel roofing when a  mill 
is built. But the building is snugly wrapped for winter. Work will begin again in 
the spring. Important support was provided by Charles Alton, Roger Austin,

Early Nominations Mark New Process 

N ominations for the forthcoming 2011 elections were completed on De-
cember 1 and are now in the hands of the Museum’s first Nominating 

Committee. Open seats on the Board of Trustees will include the four officer 
positions, one 3-year term Board seat, and a 1-year seat generally reserved 
for a past president. The  Committee consists of one out-going Board member 
and two non-Board members. They will choose one or more nominees from 
those submitted for each of these positions and provide for a position that 
might become open if a sitting Board member is elected to office. Ballots will 
be mailed to all members. Voting will take place during January and early Feb-
ruary and be concluded at the annual meeting of the members. There will be 
no proxy voting. Those who have not sent in their ballot may vote at the meet-
ing. This new system was initiated by the Board in response to a desire 
among the members to have greater participation in the nominating process. 
The Museum was formed as a member-based organization. The Board feels 
this new process is consistent with that foundation.     �  

T he Museum’s long-term development plan includes a Village Green. It will 
be surrounded by period buildings such as the gas station and shoe re-

pair shop. At one end will be a schoolhouse and at the other end a church. A 
period gazebo will be found on the green along with appropriate plantings of 
trees. During October, the northern end and western side of the Green were 
defined by new gravel roads. Ken Tupper with his tractor and Jim McGraw 
cleared away top soil, rolled out the geofabric base, and spread several loads 
of gravel. Just before that Ken and Jim had moved the Gas Station to its new 
home, Bill Mousaw of the AACA checked out the new location. Shirley Dickin-
son stabilized the exhibit in the Shoe Repair Shop so it could be relocated 
next-door, and Reg Chester winterized the building after the move. The No. 12 
Schoolhouse is being rebuilt on its permenant position on the Green. The Vil-
lage Green and its buildings  join the Goolden-Mann farm, Maple Sugar 
House, and Sawmill as part of an outer ring of period buildings and features 
where visitors can experience an historic atmosphere. The inner ring consists 
of exhibit and activity buildings. In the center are visitor parking and temporary 
exhibits.            �  
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T he very large cash position the Museum enjoyed at the beginning of the 
year has been greatly reduced by the construction of the Public Toilets, 

Horse-Drawn Equipment Building, Schoolhouse No. 12, and roads for the Vil-
lage Green. On the other hand, the value of the fixed assets has increased in 
proportion, bringing our net worth to close to $1 million. The Finance Commit-
tee met in early December to review the first draft of a proposed budget for 
2012. Of special concern is the wish-list of projects that can be found at this 
time each year, and the method of funding them. Chosen projects also must 
have an “owner”, someone to whom the Board can delegate responsibility to 
see the work done. The Committee noted that personal, corporate, and foun-
dation sources of funding remain tight. Several strategies to provide needed 
support were discussed. The Board of Trustees is working to establish a prior-
ity listing of the projects consistent with anticipated funding.      �
